One day, while a severe storm 
tossed the boat around, Jesus was sleeping 
peacefully, completely calm (Luke 8:22–25).

Nothing bothered Him, and He wants you 
to be like that too—calm, confident, and at 
peace no matter what happens, knowing 
that “…the peace of God… will guard your 
hearts and minds…” (Philippians 4:7).

The New Creature — 2 Corinthians 5:17-18; Romans 6:4; Ephesians 
2:10; 2 Peter 1:3; 1 Peter 2:9

The Bible says we became a new creature the moment we were born 
again (2 Corinthians 5:17). That means we have a new life in Christand 
a new way of living that pleases God.

As a New Creature, you have: 
1. Eternal Life (1 John 5:11-12)
2. Righteousness (Romans 5:18-19)
3. Fellowship with God (1 John 1:3, John 17:21)

The Truth About The New Creature
i. The new creature is completely new — like a brand-new person with 
no old past!
ii. His new life comes straight from God (John 1:12-13).
iii. You must believe that everything about you has become new!
iv. The new things are from God. So don’t accept anything that isn’t 
from Him. Failure isn’t from God. Sickness isn’t from God. Accept only 
the things that come from God — all good and perfect things! (James 
1:17)
v. The Lord didn’t just save you and bring you close to Himself; He also 
gave you the work of helping others get saved too.

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vi. Your salvation is by God’s grace. No person made you worthy of it, 
and no one can take it away from you (Romans 5:17, Ephesians 2:4-5; 
Romans 3:24).
vii. You now have plenty of grace to enjoy a beautiful life and rule in 
life through Jesus Christ (Romans 5:17).
viii. You received your salvation by believing and speaking your faith. 
You don’t need to do anything else to be born again (Romans 10:9-
10).
ix. Because you have faith in Christ, you’re now made right with God 
(Romans 5:1-2).
x. As a new creature, you now have eternal life in your spirit. But your 
mind needs to be renewed by learning and thinking on God’s Word 
(Romans 12:2).
xi. Every person is a spirit, has a soul, and lives in a body (1 
Thessalonians 5:23).
xii. When your mind is renewed with God’s Word, it can change your 
whole life for the best (Colossians 3:10).

The Two Assurances of Your Salvation
(a) The Word of God — The Bible tells us that when you believe in 
Jesus and say it with your mouth, you’re saved. God’s Word shows 
you that you have eternal life! (Romans 10:9-10; 1 John 5:11-13)
(b) The Witness of the Holy Spirit in Our Hearts — The Holy Spirit 
lives inside you and lets you know deep in your heart that you’re 
God’s beloved child (Romans 8:16).

Who the New Creature Is Now
1. The new creature is complete in Christ — nothing is missing! 
(Colossians 2:9-10).
2. He now lives in God’s Kingdom and is a citizen of that Kingdom. 
(Colossians 1:13; John 17:14)
3. He sits with Christ in a place of power and victory (Ephesians 2:6; 
Ephesians 1:20-21).
4. He carries God’s presence everywhere he goes. God lives in him 
(Colossians 1:27; Ephesians 2:22; 1 Corinthians 6:19)!
5. He is now part of God’s big family. (Ephesians 2:19).
7. He shares all things with Christ as a joint-heir. (Romans 8:17).
